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 For the 13th straight year, the Heartland Jack Russell Terrier Club will host our 
annual spring terrier trial.  The date and location of our trial has changed this year.  The 
trial will be held April 16th and 17th at the Douglas County Fairgrounds in Lawrence, KS.  
We moved the trial to a larger facility and a later date in hopes of better weather.  For 
each of the last several years, the trial has attracted over 350 terriers and their owners.  
This year should be no different.  Paul Kimmerly serves as trial chair again this year.  For 
the first time in our history, the Heartland trial will have an American conformation 
judge.  Doug Tack from New Jersey will be taking a close look at the terriers in the 
Heartland.  Doug is a former member of the JRTCA Board of Directors and a practicing 
veterinarian.  Jeff Rooney from Colorado and Lupe Saldivar from Texas will judge the 
go-to-grounds at this year’s trial.  Both are familiar faces at the Heartland trial.  We’ll 
welcome back Erin Marshall from Lawrence to judge agility and our good friend Dick 
Fenton will return to judge the races.  The trial will return to our old schedule with 
agility, conformation and the novice and open go-to-grounds on Saturday.  Sunday will 
feature racing and super go-to-ground.  
 The trial will feature our annual rescue raffle on Saturday with proceeds to be 
split between the Heartland Club and Nebraska Jack Russell Rescue.  This is the first year 
where we won’t host a dinner after the trial.  Lawrence offers a variety of dining options 
for our exhibitors. 
 With so many events and so many exhibitors, the trial needs volunteers.  We need 
help with everything from help setting up to catching dogs at the racetrack to serving as 
go-to-ground den steward.  There are many other jobs at the trial where we could use 
your help.  If you are interested in helping out, please get in touch with our trial chair at 
pjkimmerly@kcnet.com or (913) 219-6131.  If you volunteer, you’ll receive a free class 
at a future Heartland event.  
 For those of you that have never attended a terrier trial, we’ve included Joanne 
Van Horn’s article for beginners starting on page 3.  We hope you’ll come out to have 
some fun with your terriers and other Jack Russell people.  See you at the trial.

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The Complete Idiots Guide to a Jack Russell Terrier Trial 
By Joanne Van Horn 

 
Does My Terrier have to be registered to be able to  compete at a Trial? 
      No, your Terrier does not have to be registered to compete at a Terrier Trial. You, the owner, 
must be a member of the JRTCA in the current year to compete at a Sanctioned Trial.  JRTCA 
trials are open to all Jack Russell Terriers that meet the height requirements they do not need to 
be either registered or recorded.  Although, if you would like to receive a Trial, Agility or 
Obedience Certificate your terrier must be registered or recorded with the JRTCA. 
 
If my dog is less than 10 inches or over 15 inches can they still compete at a trial?  
      Dogs must be within the height standards to compete at a Sanctioned Trial.  If the trial has 
unsanctioned classes such as Low rider racing or Over (meaning taller than 15 inches) racing 
then these dogs may compete in only those classes.  These dogs are welcome to compete at any 
club fun day at any time. 
 
What is the difference between a Sanctioned trial a nd an Open trial? 
       A Sanctioned trial is one that is put on by an affiliate club and is sanctioned by the JRTCA 
and is governed by the rules of the JRTCA.  An Open Trial can be put on by anyone and is open 
to all Jack Russell’s regardless of club affiliation.  It cannot however use funds from an affiliated 
club. 
 
Can my spayed or neutered terrier compete at a tria l? 
       Yes they can compete in all classes except the working Terrier classes, conformation 
classes, Puppy 6-9 months and 9-12 months.  Most trials now even offer a spay/neuter 
conformation class especially for them.  And many offer a man’s best friend or companion class. 
Spayed or neutered terriers may compete in the Miscellaneous Conformation section classes. 
Miscellaneous Conformation section classes are optional and offered at the discretion of the trial 
chairperson, with the exception of Child and Junior Handling which must be offered. When 
optional classes are offered they must be judged by a JRTCA sanctioned judge and follow the 
JRTCA sanctioned trial rules.  
 
What is the difference between a Dog class and a Bi tch class? 
      Dog classes are for male dogs, and Bitch classes are for females. 
 
How do I know how tall my dog is, so I know what cl ass to put them in? 
  At any trial you should be able to get your dog measured by the judge, most trial chairs 
should have a set of measuring wickets.  But you can also do this at home.  Have your terrier 
stand squarely on the floor and use a yardstick and level, measure from the floor to the base of 
the neck or withers.  The instructions for measuring are also on the JRTCA web site.  Most 
classes for Terriers are broken up into two different height classes 10-121/2 and 121/2 to 15 
inches. 
 
My dog is a broken coat what class should I put him  in? 
     Most classes are broken up into either a smooth coat class or a rough/broken coat class.  If 
you are not sure what coat type you have, please ask any of the club officers or members to help. 
 
Should I bathe my dog or groom it before a trial? 
     It is not always the best idea to bathe your dog before a trial; bathing makes the coat feel silky, 
which is not generally what a judge is looking for.  But definitely groom your dog. If you have a 
rough or broken coat make sure the dog is stripped and looking its best. Most judges prefer to 
see workmanlike grooming but never a dog that has been overdone. Clipped nails and a healthy 
mouth free of tartar are also preferred. Some judges will forgive grooming and will pick the dog 
that is fit; moves well, and looks to have the best day's work in them. Again if you have any 
questions about this please ask the club officers or members for some advice. 
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When showing in the conformation ring what type of collar should I use? 
      You can use either a buckle collar or a choke type collar, some people use special show 
leads also.  A simple thin leather lead is also a good choice.  You do not want to show your terrier 
with a shock collar or a prong collar they are not acceptable in the show ring. 
 
Can I speak to the conformation judge when in the r ing? 
      It is best to wait until the judge speaks to you; don’t offer any information that is not requested 
by the judge. The judge will ask you how old your dog is. Never offer any information on the 
pedigree of the dog. At this time let the judge know if your dog does not like to be handled. 
 
Once in the ring can I move my dog around if need b e? 
     Generally once you enter the ring that is the way you will stay, unless your dog may be acting 
up. The judge will then pick whom he/she would like to stay if it is a large class and then dismiss 
the others.  They will then have the remainder walk around again and then they will start placing 
the dogs, sometimes he/she will have two dogs walk off together. (Remember it is to your 
advantage to have a very well groomed dog and one that really walks well on its lead).  This 
sometimes will make the difference in who wins or loses a class if you are the two picked for a 
walk off. 
 
What is a working Terrier class? 
     A working terrier class is open to a Terrier that has received a NHC (Natural hunting certificate 
in the field).  Proof of NHC must be submitted with entry or shown to ring steward prior to entering 
class.  The Terrier cannot be spayed or neutered. 
 
What is suitability Class? 
     There are several suitability classes, one to Gray Fox, one to Red Fox, one to Raccoon/ 
Badger and one to Groundhog. Each class is judged on the suitability of the terrier for each type 
of quarry. 
 
My dog has never raced before, how is the best way to prepare him/her? 
      The best way to prepare for this is to attend the club fun days; there are lots of people willing 
to show you how it’s done. One of our favorite ways of preparing dogs for racing is to take a long 
stick and put a long string tied to the end with some type of fur or a furry toy.  Then, we let the 
dog chase it in the yard (It can be great exercise for you since you need to run with the stick or 
find a kid who may be willing to run with it) 
 
Does my dog have to wear a muzzle when racing? 
     Yes, ALL TERRIERS MUST BE MUZZLED!  for your safety as well as the dogs. The dogs get 
very excited sometimes carried away. Get your dog used to wearing the muzzle well before hand, 
put it on for short periods of time and have them chase the fur toy. The best type of muzzles to 
use is the softy muzzles or the basket type. Plastic basket muzzles are strongly suggested. No 
figure eight muzzles will be allowed.  Both can be ordered through the Jack Russell Store. 
(Another tip makes sure your dogs nails are trimmed they get very excited and you will end up 
with scratched arms if you don’t keep them short).  
     Any terrier entering the catch area during a race without a secured muzzle will be disqualified. 
No refunds will be given.  Entries must cross the finish line completely to place in a race. The 
finish line is the backside of the barrier. First to the hole is not necessarily first through the hole.  
 
My dog has never done GTG how do I know he will do it? 
     Again the best thing to do is to attend a club fun day, that way you will be able to practice and 
get the dog going through the tunnel. Many times we just get them started working the rats or 
mice, then we add the tunnel. Sometimes we just start with a straight tunnel and then add the 
curve; it soon becomes old hat for the dogs. Here are some of the basic rules for GTG. 
     Schooling prior to the competition is NOT permitted. Any violation of this rule shall result in 
disqualification from the Go-To-Ground competition at this trial. Exhibitors are expected to pick up 
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score sheets for their terriers at the Secretary’s stand. At the time of the competition, the exhibitor 
will give the score sheet to the Den Steward for scoring by the Judge. Exhibitors are encouraged 
to read the score sheets and class descriptions carefully, and review and abide by the JRTCA 
Rules for Go-To-Ground competitions. A line approximately two feet from entrance hole will be 
designated as the starting line. Time starts when the terrier is released. The terrier is to be 
released so that all four of the terrier’s feet are on the ground before crossing the starting line. 
Any violation of this rule, accidental or intentional shall result in disqualification of the terrier from 
the class in which the violation occurs. No entry fees will be refunded. After the terrier is released, 
the handler shall remain next to the entrance hole. Once the terrier has entered, the handler may 
not block the entrance hole by standing in it or in any other manner. Commands and 
encouragement may be given. The Judge will signal to the exhibitor to pick up the terrier at the 
completion of their work.  
 
Once my dog passes Novice in the GTG do I have to put him in the open class? And if so can I 
continue to put he/she in Open even if they pass? 
       Terriers, puppies and adults, registered or non-registered, which have previously scored 
100% in the Novice Class at a JRTCA trial may not, under any circumstances, compete in this 
class again, at any JRTCA sanctioned trial. Any puppy achieving 100% in the Open Puppy Class 
is eligible to compete in the Puppy Championship Class at future trials. A puppy achieving 100% 
in the Open Puppy Class is eligible to apply for a Trial Certificate when the terrier is registered or 
recorded with the JRTCA.  
       Terriers, 1 year old or older, registered or non-registered, which have previously scored 
100% in the Open Class may continue to compete in the Open Adult Class until they receive their 
Trial Certificate. A terrier achieving 100% in the Open Adult Class is eligible to apply for a Trial 
Certificate when the terrier is registered or recorded with the JRTCA. They may not show in the 
Championship Certificate class until the Trial Certificate has been applied for and issued. To 
obtain a Trial Certificate send one copy of the qualifying score sheet with a check for $15 to the 
JRTCA, PO 4527, Lutherville, MD 21094. The score sheet is good for the life of the dog and may 
be submitted with the registration application if the terrier is not already registered.  
     Once a terrier has received their Trial Certificate they MUST compete in the Certificate Class. 
CROSS ENTERING IS NOT PERMITTED BETWEEN CERTIFICATE CLASSES. It is the 
responsibilities of the exhibitor to collect the score sheet after the judging is complete. Copies of 
JRTCA Trial Certificates MUST be submitted with pre-entries or presented to the Den Steward, at 
the time of judging.  
 
How do I get a certificate in obedience from the JR TCA 
       Any terrier receiving three qualifying scores in the same class, under two different Judges, is 
eligible for a JRTCA Obedience Certificate: the terrier must be JRTCA registered or recorded, 
and the owner must be a current member of the JRTCA. The Certificate may be obtained by 
submitting signed score sheets along with a $15.00 check, payable to JRTCA, P.O. Box 4527, 
Lutherville, MD. 21094  
 
My dog has never done agility before; can I still c ompete in agility at a trial? 
      ALL terriers must be one year of age and older to compete in any Agility Class or practice in 
run throughs. Handlers may NOT jump over fences in any classes. Flat buckle collars ONLY.  NO 
choke harnesses or flexi-leads. In Off Lead classes, option to run without a collar. Any dog 
exhibiting excessive fear, shyness, or aggression in the opinion of the judge, will be excused from 
competition. It is always advisable to have at least some basic agility experience behind you. 
Some of the obstacles like the seesaw can scare a dog, so it is always advised to take beginners 
agility course at your local obedience school. (This will also help you know how to approach these 
new obstacles). Jack Russells who earn three scores of 170 or better are eligible for a JRTCA 
Agility Certificate.  
 
What happens if my bitch comes into heat right befo re a trial? 
     Bitches in season may not compete in any division. Pre-entry fees of bitches in season will be 
refunded with a veterinarian certificate, or as otherwise agreed upon by the Trial Chairperson.  
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Can I bring my puppies to the trial? 
     Puppies under the age of three months are not permitted on the trial grounds. Any person 
violating this rule will be excused from all classes entered, and asked to leave the trial site.  
 
What supplies should I bring to the Trial for my do g and I? 

First of all bring your smile, and willingness to have a great time! It is always a good Idea to 
bring the items on the following list.   It’s also a good idea to make sure your things are marked.  
Here is the list of items to bring: 

- a cooler with cold drinks for you and plenty of water for your terrier 
- your dog’s crate and, if you have one, an x-pen bring that too. Otherwise, plan on 

keeping on terrier on a leash all day or bring a crate (metal or vary-kennel) 
- some chairs. Many people will also bring something for shade such as a canopy tent 
- sunscreen, most trials are outdoors and afford no protection from the sun 
- food, many trials will have a place to purchase lunch but it always pays to be prepared 
- an extra leash and collar, your muzzle if the dog will be racing, nail clippers, food and 

food dishes 
- information on your terrier’s vaccinations on hand (many travel with a binder that keeps 

this information along with other information about the terriers in it such as pedigree and 
NHC and GTG certificates).    

- a copy of your dog's rabies certificate with you. You never know if your dog might bite 
someone (by accident or on purpose). If a bite does happen, you'll be required to show a 
copy of the rabies certificate to prove your JR is rabies-free.  

- a first aid kit on hand (I always make sure I have benedryl handy since we see lots of 
bees during the trial season)  

- poop bags on hand and be ready to use them. Always clean up after your terriers!  
 

Please remember that the people who put on trials a re all volunteers, who are out there 
doing the best they can. If you are available to he lp during a trial please offer your 
services. It is a great way of meeting new people a nd getting to know a little bit more about 
these wonderful little terriers! 
 
It is a good idea to request a copy of the trial ru les for your self and thoroughly read 
through them be fore you attend a trial. 
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·  Tillie, a Jack Russell Terrier, had her own art gallery in the Williamsburg section of 
Brooklyn.  Her instinctive scratch marks have drawn comparison to Jackson Pollock and 
Cy Twomby.  She takes the canvas in her mouth to her workspace where she claws at it 
feverishly.  Whatever is left on the canvas is her creation, though she sometimes gets too 
carried away and destroys the canvas. 

·  Studies have shown that children who live with dogs are better able to interpret the 
emotions being expressed in images of animals and people.  Children from petless homes 
have a harder time finding meaning in images without the help of verbal clues. 

·  Contrary to popular belief, dogs don’t eat grass when they’re sick.  Grass provides 
nutrition and roughage essential for healthy digestion.  If you find your dog eating grass 
regularly, consider adding steamed vegetables to its diet in small amounts. 

·  Between 8 and 12 weeks of age, dogs learn the basic social graces, including the right 
and wrong ways to meet other dogs.  It helps to expose puppies to other people and dogs 
in these early days.

All the events we shared there were a 
great joy to our family. 
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A Few Words About Rescue

Every year the Heartland Trial puts on a raffle to benefit Jack Russell Rescue.  

Yet, a lot of people don’t know what the rescue does and how it operates.  After 
spending 10 years helping out with rescue, I wanted to share a few things about rescue 
and why it is so important. 

Simply put, rescue finds homes for Jack Russells that for some reason or 
another did not work out in their previous home.  Surprisingly, very few of these dogs are 
strays.  Of the dogs that come into rescue, less than 20% are lost dogs that turn up in 
shelters.  The vast majority of them are turned over to the rescue by their owners.  The 
reasons for this vary.  Most often, these are homes that didn’t know what they were 
getting into when they brought a Russell puppy home.  We all know what wonderful dogs 
Jack Russells are, but we also know they can be a challenging pet.  They simply are not 
for every household.  Jack Russell puppies are just too cute and they can charm 
anyone.  As a result, they become impulse purchases for a lot of owners.  Too often, 
these owners have not done their homework and the breeders either didn’t care or didn’t 
screen them closely.   

It would be nice to say that all of these dogs come from disreputable or 
“backyard” breeders.  Sadly, that isn’t the case.  There have been a few rescue dogs 
come from what would be considered reputable, well-known JRTCA breeders.  It’s a sad 
fact that some breeders look at the rescue as a way to resolve their problem 
placements. 

Once a dog comes into the rescue, the rescue becomes responsible for their 
care and veterinary expenses.  All rescue dogs are either spayed or neutered before 
they are placed.  Rescue does not place dogs on a first-come, first-served basis.  Since 
the dogs did not work out in their previous home, rescue works hard to place the dog in 
a more appropriate home.  To do this, each owner releasing a dog to the rescue is 
asked to fill out a detailed personality profile on the dog.  Each prospective adopter also 
completes a detailed application.  The rescue volunteers match up the dogs with the 
applicants in attempt to make the best fit.  Just because the rescue has 10 dogs in their 
care and 10 applications on file, it doesn’t mean their job is done.  As a result, some 
dogs can stay in rescue’s care for an extended period of time until the right home comes 
along. 

Rescue works hard to place every dog that comes into their care.  Rescue is truly 
a labor of love for the Jack Russell Terrier.  It’s easy for rescue workers to fall into the 
trap of trying to save them all.  However, some dogs simply cannot be placed.  Dogs that 
are openly aggressive or that have serious health problems are difficult to place.  
Rescue volunteers must make the difficult call to determine which dogs can stay and 
which must go.  Putting a dog down is never easy, but sometimes it is the right thing to 
do.  It is not, however, the only solution for dogs that are difficult to place.  Sometimes, 
the rescue must decide whether or not to provide medical care to dogs that belong in a 
good home.  This is never an easy decision.  People view the expenditure of these funds 
differently, but ultimately rescue volunteers must decide what is best.  If expending some 
funds can save the dog and place it with an understanding and loving home, the rescue 
will always err on the side of compassion. 

Rescue workers truly care for terriers in need.  They often go above and beyond 
the call of duty with their time, their homes and their own money.  That’s why the 
Heartland Club raises money with our raffle.  We turn the money over to the rescue for 
them to use as they see fit.  They know the dogs, they know the dogs’ needs and they 
put in the time to care for these otherwise forgotten terriers.
