Some Cold Weather Tips

- Be careful if you let your dog off leash on snow or ice. Dogs frequently lese th
scent in snow and ice and can easily become lost. The condition is exaggerated in a
snowstorm when dogs can panic and lose their way home. More dogs are lost during
the winter than during any other season.

- We all know not to leave our dogs alone in cars during hot weather. In cold weather,
the car can be just as dangerous. A car can act as a refrigerator in éngheiding
in the cold. Dogs can freeze to death in a car on cold winter days.

- If your dog spends a lot of time engaged in outdoor activities, increase the amount of
food you feed in the winter, particularly protein which will help keep fur thick and
healthy.

- Always wipe your dog’s feet thoroughly when coming in from outside. Salt,
antifreeze and ice melt chemicals can get stuck in paws and hurt your doegyorlf
snow get encrusted on paws, it can cause irritation and bleeding.

- Make sure that your dog’s vaccinations are up to date. Cold weather lowers a dog’s
resistance to disease, especially for puppies and senior dogs.
