The trial went
back to its original name, The Heart of America Working Terrier Trial.  The trial also returned to
the relaxed atmosphere of a single trial over two days.  A total of 238 terriers attended the event.
Terriers traveled in from Arkansas, Colorado, Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, Minnesota,
Missouri, Nebraska, Oklahoma, Texas and Wisconsin.  Visitors to past Heartland trials knew
enough to come prepared for rain.  While there were only a few sprinkles, the cold temperatures
caught everyone by surprise.    Luckily, most of the events were held indoors. Even the go-to-
ground waiting line was kept inside the main fairground building.  The fun began on Friday night
with agility practice runs, lure coursing and the all-new Thunder Tunnel.  The clear, roller coaster
of a go-to-ground tunnel proved to big a big hit on all 3 days of the trial.  Participants enjoyed
Conformation, Go-to-Ground, Barn Hunt and Agility competitions on Saturday.  Super Go-to-
Ground and Racing were held on Sunday.

Our annual raffle raised over $1400.  The proceeds were split between the rescue efforts
led by Kerry Dahlheim in Nebraska and the Heartland Club’s general fund.  Thanks to everyone
who donated items and purchased tickets.

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Special New Awards at the Heart of America Trial

Melissa Van Voorst Memorial Sportsmanship Award
This new traveling trophy was awarded to the adult exhibitor demonstrating the highest degree of
sportsmanship, courtesy, and exemplary behavior at the Heart of America Spring Trial. Melissa
was the heart and soul of the Heartland Club for many years, serving as a board member and
trial chair.

He wondered just what
we were doing.  This is the response to his questions of what is a trial, what events were entered, and why
the ribbons were awarded.  We had a great time at the event and hoped he understood.

Lars:
Swiper, the champion companion, won a First and two third Place ribbons in the racing events (more

to follow) despite being an untrained rookie.  In the Go-To-Ground event, he was to enter a nine-inch
tunnel to pursue and harass nasty caged rats at the other end.  Swiper invoked his aristocratic privilege and
chose not to pursue such a pedestrian and dirty timed event.

We entered another event, the timed, team “Locate More Filthy Caged Rats” or the Barn Hunt. The
Champion Companion began the contest by alerting us to the presence of the rats within seconds of
entering the first of three stalls filled with hay bales.  Regretfully, his sponsor, me, the Jack Whisperer,
ignored him.

The Canine Eye Registration Foundation (CERF) is an organization that was founded by
a group of concerned, purebred owner/breeders who recognized that the quality of their dog's
lives were being affected by heritable eye disease. CERF was then established in conjunction
with cooperating, board certified, veterinary ophthalmologists, as a means to accomplish the goal
of elimination of heritable eye disease in all purebred dogs by forming a centralized, national
registry.  The CERF Registry not only registers those dogs certified free of heritable eye, but the
data is used to research trends in eye disease and breed susceptibility.

After a painless examination of the dogs eyes, the testing veterinarian will complete the
CERF form and indicate any specific disease(s) found. Breeding advice will be offered based on
guidelines established for that particular breed by the genetics Committee of the American
College of Veterinary Ophthalmologists (ACVO).  Regardless of the outcome of the dog's exam,
the research copy of the CERF form will be sent to the CERF office at V.M.D.B (Veterinary
Medical Database) where its information will be entered into the database for that specific breed.
This information will be used in generating research reports, but the individual dog's identities
will become confidential and will never be released.

CERF can:
- Provide a registry of purebred dogs that have been certified free of heritable eye

disease.
- Provide various reports on the prevalence of eye diseases in certain breeds, including

reports generated by the Veterinary Medical Data Base (V.M.D.B.) which compiles
data from 24 participating veterinary colleges in the U.S. and Canada.

- Provide a centralized source to answer questions about authorized testing sites in
your area and any published materials on canine eye disease.
