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Special Awards at the Heart of America Trial

Melissa Van Voorst Memorial Sportsmanship Award
This traveling trophy was awarded to the adult exhibitor demonstrating the highest degree of sportsmanship,
courtesy, and exemplary behavior at the Heart of America Spring Trial. Melissa was the heart and soul of
the Heartland Club for many years, serving as a board member and trial chair.

Points were only be awarded to
terriers placing sixth or higher in the above
classes. Bob Van Voorst provided this award
in memory of Edgefield Tristan, who
exemplified the best in performance terriers
at Heartland Trials for so many years. For
the second year in a row, White Pines
Calamity Jane owned by Lance and Kelly
Dorsher from Minnesota took home the
award.

The votes will be tallied and the new board members will be informed and start
serving their terms on October 1st prior to the annual Heartland Fall event. The results will be
announced at the Fall Trial and published in the November newsletter. The nominee receiving
the most votes will be elected to a three-year term with the runner-up serving a two-year term.

It has been estimated that your dog will be called by his/her name over 30,680 tim
throughout his/her lifetime. How does one determine the best name for your new dog or
puppy? Here are several suggestions that will help you find a name that fits.

- Avoid embarrassing name — such as “Goofball” or “stinker.” One individual we
know actually named his female Schnauzer “Miss Kitty.” While such namebgenay
humorous the first time they are used, jokes eventually wear thin and do not, over a
pet’s lifetime, represent sincere thought.

- Make sure that your dog’s name doesn’t easily rhyme with anything3(€@gLeo)
or resemble anything that creates a negative connotation (e.g. “Poap#élen”)

- Keep your dog’s name short — one or two syllables is best. Your dogs will learn
his/her name quicker. Additionally, research suggests that dogs given a name wit
only one or two syllables actually train faster.

- If you've adopted an older dog, it's usually best to keep the dog’s name. Trying to
change an older dog’s name can be confusing or upsetting to a dog alreagly faci
many adjustments.

- Be aware that a dog’s name can take on an entirely different meaning depending
pronunciation and/or emphasis of different syllables. Our family had a blue merle
Sheltie that was originally named Rhapsody; however, our children thougirree
calling the puppy “Rap City.” Eventually, our Sheltie became known as “Rapper.”
