Heartland Board Election

The time has come to elect two new members to the Heartland Board. In past
newsletters, a call went out asking for members interested in serving on the Heartland Board.
Two members replied. Stanley and Mary Stevens have stepped forward to run for the board. In
case you were wondering, here is how the election process works.

The Heartland Club will put out a call for interested members to submit their names for board
positions in the first newsletter of the year. Interested parties have to submit their names to
current board members for consideration. The club will send surveys to prospective board
members. Interested parties complete the surveys and return them to the current board. The
survey responses and a ballot will be included in the first newsletter published after August 1st.
Members will be given 2 weeks to return ballots or proxies to the current Board. The votes will be
tallied and the results will be published in the first newsletter published after October 1st. New
Board members will begin serving their terms in October prior to the annual Heartland Fall event.
The person receiving the highest number of votes in the Heartland election will receive a three-
year term. The second place finisher receives a two-year term. The uneven terms allows the
Heartland Club to stagger Board member terms so that only two members are replaced each
year. This year, a third member will be voted in to complete the final year of a board member that
is unable to complete her term.

Helpful Fetch Tips

Playing fetch is great exercise for your dog, and great fun, too. All yautbalo
is throw the toy; your best friend does most of the work. But some dogs change the rules
turning this simple game into a frustrating experience. Either the dog rupsativahe
toy, or won't release it. With that in mind, here are some tips to keep the game going

If your dog won't bring the toy, make his chase behavior work for you. Once your
buddy gets to the toy and looks at you, turn and run in the opposite direction. Most of the
time, your dog will now chase you to catch up.

Now we must get the dog to release the toy without creating a tug-of-war
situation. If your dog won't let you take the toy from his mouth, teach the anlithala
it" command. Keep some tasty treats in your pocket, edibles your dog would never
refuse. When the dog comes back with the toy (if he knows "sit,” have him sit),
immediately pull out a treat and put it right by his mouth. The moment the dog releases
the toy, say, "drop it" or "release,” give the treat and praise like crazy.

At this point, the key is repetition. Do this four to five times, ending the session
on a good note. Continue these sessions daily, and you'll notice in time that the dog will
start giving you the toy on command. Always praise and reward!

Another thing you can try is to play fetch with multiple toys. As soon as your dog
brings back one, show that you're about to throw another. More than likely, the dog will
drop the first toy and get ready for the next chase.

Remember to use non-splintering toys that are big enough for the dog not to
swallow. Large dogs have been known to choke on tennis balls, and sticks can break
apart in a dog's mouth. And when your dog appears to be getting tired, stop the game.
Some dogs just don't know when to quit for their own good.

Of course, there are also dogs that have no inclination to retrieve whatever you
throw. Usually this means they have no "fetch instinct.”
