Heartland Board Election

The time has come to elect two new members to the Heartland Board. In past
newsletters, a call went out asking for members interested in serving on the Heartland Board.
Four members replied. Dick Fenton, Joy Helms, Sherry Stanley and Mary Stevens have stepped
forward to run for the board. In case you were wondering, here is how the election process
works.

The Heartland Club will put out a call for interested members to submit their names for board
positions in the first newsletter of the year. Interested parties have to submit their names to
current board members for consideration. The club will send surveys to prospective board
members. Interested parties complete the surveys and return them to the current board. The
survey responses and a ballot will be included in the first newsletter published after August 1st.
Members will be given 2 weeks to return ballots or proxies to the current Board. The votes will be
tallied and the results will be published in the first newsletter published after October 1st. New
Board members will begin serving their terms on October 1st prior to the annual Heartland Fall
event. The person receiving the highest number of votes in the Heartland election will receive a
three-year term. The second place finisher receives a two-year term. The uneven terms allows
the Heartland Club to stagger Board member terms so that only two members are replaced each
year. This year, a third member will be voted in to complete the final year of a board member that
is unable to complete her term.

Now, it's up to you. The next couple of pages contain the answers to a brief survey sent to the
board nominees. Please read these over and select the individual that you would like to see

serve a three-year term on the Heartland Board. A ballot form and a stamped return envelope
have been included for your use. The new board will be introduced at the Heartland Fall Trial.

The 2008 Heartland Fall Trial will be held October 25 at the Franklin County
Fairgrounds in Ottawa, Kansas. The trial has a bit of a different format thjs yea
intended to appeal to those who may have never attended a terrier trial b&feleass
the experienced trial goers.

One of the things we are going to do this year is present a short seminarehbefosent
explaining the event, how it relates to the larger terrier world and giving somtergoi
about the competition itself. This will be an interesting exercise fooatlerned and a
great learning opportunity. The judges for each event will present the semiireey all
have something to offer nearly everyone.

We've also decided to do the trial in one day rather than two. In order to accomplish that
we’ve streamlined the number of classes to help move things along.

The events we are offering include a full card of racing action, regular go to ground and a
combination of two really fun events — super go to ground and barn hunt — into a super
barn hunt. We will have conformation classes for puppies and adult terriers — for Jack
Russells, colored terriers and working terriers.

On lead and off lead agility will be offered as well.

Winners will get a ribbon and the glory for their dog. For prizes, we have tdisdea

that terrier owners are pretty creative people by nature and we wantiarage the

sharing of some of that creativity. We are asking that each person or faraiingat

terrier bring along a prize (suggested value of around $10.00) that they would like
another person to enjoy. We'll be using those as our class and championship prizes as
long as they last.

Two other just for fun events will also be available for your dogs and you to enjoy. The
first is lure coursing, which nearly every dog is just crazy for. Adtlethey were born
to chase right?

The second is a speed trap, we will be using a radar gun to catch your dog’s tboin spee
one at a time runs down the race track.

5 Steps to a Healthy Dog

provided by Swanson’s Streamway Dog Park & Daycare

Keep a loving eye on your dog— While some dogs whine and whimper when
they're uncomfortable, most do not. Because your dog can't talk, changes in
behavior are his/her way of telling you something is wrong. So watch and notice
your dog’s needs and when he/she starts to behave differently, even if the changes
seem like normal aging, let your vet know the changes you are seeing.
Make the most of your visits to the veterinarian — Think about your dog’s
behavior before a trip to the vet. Questions about diet, dental care and skin
problems will be common discussion. Your vet may also ask about the dog’s urinary
habits, exercise and intake of food and water. This is the time to bring up those
slight changes that you may have noticed in your dog’s activity level or mobility.
Your vet will depend on you for this information. If your vet suspects arthritis, several
steps will vet taken to make a diagnosis, including the following examination:

- A specialized, simple, hands-on joint evaluation

- Observation of the dog’s gait walking, running and going up stairs

- Radiographs or x-rays of the dog’s joints
Watch the Waistline — If your dog’s silhouette doesn’t resemble an hourglass,
chances are that he/she is getting out of shape. Increased stress on joints that occur
when dogs are overweight increase the risk for developing arthritis. By the same
token, dogs with untreated arthritis may gain weight because pain may restrict their
activity.
Make life comfortable — If your dog has arthritis, keep him/her in a warm, dry
environment, since joints tend to ache when it's cold and damp. Apply a little heat,
such as a warm towel to comfort sore joints. If a joint is swollen, cold packs are a
better choice to reduce swelling. Make sure an arthritic dog has a soft bed to lie on.
Place food and water bowls at a level that is easy to reach. Don’t make your dog
struggle to get in and out of the car. Handle with a little extra care, roughhousing
may need to be replaced with gentle interaction. Ask your vet about physical therapy
and medications.
Spend quality time with your dog —  Keeping your dog happy and healthy is largely
up to you. The extra 15 minutes a day goes a long way toward maintaining and
improving your dog’s quality of life and even yours! These benefits include:

- Keep you on top of changes in behavior or activity level

- Encourage daily exercise and walks that are good for your health too

- Reward your dog with attention instead of treats to control weight

- Give your dog love and attention that they give back tenfold
